
Jacoby transfers are bids of 2 and 2 over partner’s 1NT bid and they basically request partner to bid the
next suit up (so 2 or 2 resp). After partner has done this (completed the transfer) then the transfer bidder can
make the next move (pass, invite, bid game or make a forcing bid).
