East can safeguard the contract by winning the ♦ lead with dummy’s ♦K and then playing a low ♦ from both hands. He wins the trump return in hand and then ruffs his losing ♦. He ruffs a ♠ in hand and draws trumps and has the rest of the tricks.
And what happened at the Pattaya Bridge Club? 6NT-1, 6♣= twice, 3NT+4, 3NT+3 and 3NT+2. My partner and I were one of the two in 6♣ and Paul Q made it with the line given. At the other table the defence were very helpful, I believe that North discarded three ♦’s.
Bidding Quiz Answers
Hand A:
dbl, negative showing 4 ♥’s. 2♣ is wrong because the hand is not strong enough for a two level response and you may miss a 4-4 ♥ fit.
Hand B:
2♥, 4th suit forcing. This is the West hand from board 5 on Wednesday. You want to show good ♠’s and force to game, so the way to do this is bid the 4th suit and then bid the ♠’s – absolutely game forcing. And what do I think of bidding 3♠? – Not a lot! 3♠ is non-forcing, make it game forcing by going via 4th suit forcing.
Hand C:
1♣, this is clearly better than 1♦ as you never miss a ♣ fit and always have a good rebid (2♦ over 1♦; 2♥ over 1♥; and 1NT over 1♠).
Hand D:
dbl, take-out. LHO has denied a 4-card major and partner probably has one.
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
