What did you bid with this South hand B(b) in this week’s quiz? This South


reasoned (correctly) that 2NT would go down if the ♦’s did not come in and that 


3NT would make easily if the ♦’s did come in. So it’s a no-brainer, he bid 3NT, 


dismissing the “chicken” bid of 3♦. 

This is based on a published bridge column. However, the bidding was “eccentric” with 
East overcalling a ridiculous 1♠ and South bidding an equally ridiculous 2♦ (unless you play 
negative free bids). So I have based this re-write on the relatively sensible bidding at table B.

E-W cash a few black suited tricks and then you are in, how do you play the ♦ suit?

To finesse or play for the drop is very close and you have no clues from the bidding or play 
yet, so try to find out more. You should play the ♥AK and when East shows out on the 2nd 
round you know that West started with five ♥’s to East’s one. This changes the odds 
sufficiently so that East is more likely to have three ♦’s. So play the ♦K and finesse the ♦J.


And what happened? Just the one player bid and made 3NT+1 on the lines above. One other 
3NT declarer went down, 5♦ went -1 and there were loads of other spurious results with 3♦ 
contracts scoring well.

The bottom lines:

· 8 ever 9 never is very close (52% - 48%). Take the finesse if the bidding or previous play so dictates.
· All conventions are abused. I play a weak jump shift with no interference as 0-5, no more.

Plan the play for West on the ♥Q lead.

You have 12 top tricks and the only realistic chance for a 13th is to set up dummy’s 5th ♣. 
This requires that the ♣’s split 4-3 and trumps dividing 2-1. Plus you need to be careful in
order to have an entry to dummy once the 5th ♣ is set up. 
After winning the ♥A, cash the ♠A, play a ♣ to dummy’s ♣A and ruff a ♣. Play a ♠ to
dummy’s ♠K and ruff another ♣. Now return to dummy with a trump – you didn’t waste the ♠2 
while ruffing those ♣’s, did you? Cash the two ♣ winners (you have ♣K6 left) to discard your 
two ♥ losers.
The bottom line:

· Watch those spots and entries.
And what happened at the Pattaya Bridge Club? Just the one pair bid the grand – and made 
it. Well done Bob Short (who I believe was declarer and played as above) and Robbie.
